de Frankfurt, na Alemanha. Ele, que estava
prestes a obter o doutorado, precisou subs-
tituir um professor que adoecera em seu cur-
so. Assim se conheceram, e assim se torna-
ram bons amigos. Dessa maneira comegou a
histdria de amor e de companheirismo de Do-
ris e Peter Drucker (1909-2005), ele austriaco, ela alemd; ele
um dos maiores pensadores de nossos tempos, “pai da ad-
ministracdo moderna”, ela uma inventora. No centenario do
nascimento de Peter, Doris conversou com José Salibi Neto,
CKO da HSM do Brasil, na Drucker School of Management, da
Claremont Graduate University, na Califérnia, relembrando -
e refletindo — o mestre.

Durante os seus guase 70 anos de casados, ndo deve ter
sido facil acompanhar a variedade de “empreendimentos’

em gue Peter se envolveu: bancdrio, professor, jornalista
escritor, consultor de empresas etc. Por que tantos traba-
Ihos diferentes? Ele queria deixar Viena o mais rapidamen-
te possivel; providenciou o diploma e aceitou o primeiro em-
prego que apareceu, tornando-se estagiario em uma empre-
sa de navegagdo em Hamburgo. Mais tarde, conseguiu em-
prego em um banco de Frankfurt, mas, na véspera da quebra
da Bolsa de Nova York, em 1929, fez um relatério dizenco que
o mercado financeiro estava muito saudavel e gue nenhum
crash aconteceria. Foi demitido no dia seguinte.

he was an undergraduate student at the Universitiy
Sof Frankfurt, in Germany. He was about to get his PhD
and had to substitute for one of her professors who was ill.
This is how they met and soon became good friends. This
was the beginning of a story of love and companionship be-
tween Doris and Peter Drucker (1909-2005). Drucker, from
Austria, one of the greatest minds of our time, the "father
of modern management theory;" and Doris, from Germany,
an inventor. On the centenary of Peter's birth, Doris talked
to José Salibi Neto, CKO for HSM do Brasil, at the Drucker
School of Management, Claremont Graduate University, Ca-
lifornia, in remembrance and reflection of the master.

During your almost 70 years of marriage, it probably
wasn't easy to keep up with the variety of “enterprises” Pe-
ter took up: economist, teacher, journalist, author, mana-
gement consultant etc. Why did he have so many different
jobs? He wanted to leave Vienna as quickly as possible; he
got his diploma and accepted the first job that came about,
becoming a trainee in a shipping company in Hamburg. Later
he found a job at a bank in Frankfurt, but the day before the
crash of the New York stock exchange in 1929, he wrote a re-
port stating that the economy was in top shape and that no
crash was likely to happen. The next day he was fired.

When did he begin to write and think about manage-
ment? What was his methodology? It was in his biood, |
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
